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Bezels

Proliant server bezels can be modified as little or as much as you prefer, from a simple logo on the
traditional bezel to a completely custom look and feel.

System BIOS

Various customizations can be made to an OEM server system BIOS. For example, you can rename
the server with a custom vendor and product ID. These new names will be displayed at POST or
within a diagnostics tool.

OEMs can also suppress the HP splash-screen. In advanced customizations, HP can even create a
customized splash-screen with an OEM'’s desired logo.

HP can also provide custom BIOS settings, such as a specific boot order or a preferred hardware
configuration.

Documentation

HP provides a generic documentation set that includes required safety and agency information, while
not mentioning the HP brand. This documentation can be shipped worldwide.

If you prefer, HP can include your custom documentation during factory builds, providing a smooth
fulfillment model.

Packaging

ProLiant OEM servers can be shipped in unbranded boxes sealed with unbranded packing tape.
And if you desire, HP can add your logo and product name to labels on the boxes.
